Cornerstone Ministries accepts the Scriptures as the revealed will of God, the all-sufficient rule of faith and practice, and, for
the purpose of maintaining general unity, adopts these Statements of Foundational Truths and Doctrine:

1. We believe in one God, Maker of all things, who exists in a triune Godhead, comprising three (3) separate and distinct
personalities: the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit, who are eternally self-existent, self-revealed, and function as
one entity.

2. We believe that the son of God, Jesus Christ, became incarnate, was begotten by the Holy Spirit, born of the Virgin
Mary, and is wholly God and wholly man. He died on the cross a sacrifice for our sins according to the Scriptures. He
arose bodily from the dead, ascended into heaven where He is now our High Priest and Advocate.
